Treasurerõs Report  
 

Since the July 1st beginning of our Fiscal Year, 

the Friends of the Library have provided over 

$8,000 in support of the Beaufort, Lobeco and 

St. Helena Libraries.  

 

Our major expenditures included $2,500 to sup-

port the Born To Read program as well as $1,700 

to lease books for young adults.  $1,600 was 

spent to purchase a video projection and sound 

systems for the childrenõs room. The Friends 

also helped sponsor a career expo, a young adult 

film festival and other childrenõs programs. 

 

New chairs were purchased for the Lobeco 

branch while the Friends continue to support the 

popular chess program at St. Helena.  

 

Although our Fall book sale was successful, our 

ongoing sales of gently used books at Beaufort 

Branch have slowed considerably.  During your 

next visit to the library take a look and you may 

find some great Holiday gifts and help the li-

brary at the same time!

Books Sandwiched In 2010  
 

January 11th -  White Tiger  by Aravind Adiga presented by Marilyn Harcharik.  A 
Man Booker winner in 2008, the structure of the novel and language/voice are appeal-
ing and unique.  It is a darkly comic debut novel set in India.  A chauffeur murders his 
employer, justifying his crime as the act of a òsocial entrepreneuró. 
 
Marilyn has lived in Beaufort County since 1987 and has been active in a variety of 
organizations including the Friends of the Library, two local book clubs and the Low 
Country Women Writers Group.  She enjoys golf, reading and walking.  

 
 

January 18th -  Whatever It Takes  by Paul Tough, reviewed by Sallie Stone. What 
would it take?  That was the question that Geoffrey Canada found himself asking a 
decade ago. What would it take to change the lives of poor children?  The question 
led him to create the Harlem Children's Zone, a 97 -block laboratory in central Har-
lem where he is testing new and sometimes controversial ideas about poverty in 
America. His conclusion: if you want poor kids to be able to compete with their mid-
dle-class peers, you need to change everything in the lives ñ their schools, their 
neighborhoods, even the child -rearing practices of their parents.  
 
A native of Ohio, Sallie has lived in Beaufort County for six years.  Currently she is a 
consultant at The Blood Alliance and, earlier, director of development at Boys & Girls 
Club of Bluffton.  She belongs to the Low Country Institute, Beaufort County Open 
Land Trust & Historic Beaufort Foundation.  

 
January 25 -  Outliers   -  The Story of Success by Malcolm Gladwell reviewed by Rick 
Toomey.  The usual story of extremely successful people focuses on intelligence and 
ambition.  Outliers  presents the story of success as being more complex, that we 
should consider factors such as family heritage, birthplace and even the birth date 
as possible determinants of successful people.  
 
President and CEO of Beaufort Memorial Hospital, Rick and his wife have lived in 
Beaufort since 2007.  A native of Greenville, SC, he holds a BA and a Master of Hos-
pital Administration from Duke University.  He enjoys golf, traveling, scuba diving 
and reading and climbed Mt. Kilimanjaro with his eldest step -daughter in 2007.  
 
February 1st -  American Theocracy: The Peril and Politics of Radical Religion, Oil, 
and Borrowed Money in the 21stCentury  by Kevin Phillips presented by Joseph 
Foutch. Phillips contends that the US today is in peril of losing its economic and po-
litical leadership in the world as a result of the interaction of three forces - 1) for-
eign oil dependence; 2) radical religion and 3) borrowed money.  

 
Joe, a transplant from Ann Arbor, MI, has lived on Dataw Island for ten years. 
While here he has not only enjoyed golf, he has served as a Director and Treasurer 
of the Arts Council of Beaufort County, on the Beaufort County United Way and as a 
Director for the Dataw Island Club.  
 

 



February 8th -  Ethical Ambition:  Living a Life of Meaning and Worth  by Derrick A. 
Bell, Jr. , presented by Don D. Doggett. Professor Bellõs  book, is food for the soul and 
mind; his meditation on living a successful and ethical life.  Don chose this book for its 
òapplications to our daily lives and to the very work that I do as an educator working 
with at -risk populationsó. 
 
Don is Principal of James J. Davis Early Learning Center and Whale Branch Elemen-
tary School in Seabrook.  Don is passionate about ensuring that all our children have 
an opportunity to excel.  
 
 
 
February 15th -  Exile  by Richard North Patterson, reviewed by Sherry Hirsch.  This 
is an intricate tale of betrayal and deception, a moving love story and a fascinating 
journey into the lethal politics of the Middle East.  The book balances the ideologies 
and realities of the Middle East and leaves the reader with a better understanding of 
the history and complexities of the region.  
 
 
 
 

 

 

 

February 22nd ñThe Three Musketeers  by Alexandre Dumas, presented by Maestro 
Fred Devyatkin .  This classic òswashbucklingó novel recounts the adventures of a 
young man named dõArtagnan after he leaves home to become a guard of the musket-
eers.  
 
Fred, a native New Yorker, came to the Lowcountry in 1992.   He became the music 
director of the "Beaufort Chamber Orchestra," then a community orchestra of about 
fifteen members with a schedule of three concerts. Under his baton, the Beaufort 
Orchestra has become one of the best small town orchestras in the country. Today 
the Beaufort Orchestra presents eight concerts a season with fifty professional and 
semi-professional musicians.
